SGYacht Charter Agreement
1. This Agreement is between Aik Chuan Yacht Charters Pte Ltd (“SGYacht”) and the Charterer. SGYacht shall deliver the yacht to Charterer, clean, seaworthy and in good running order. 

2. Booking will only be confirmed upon receipt of charter application.    
3. Full payment is required upon confirmation.
4. Payment can be made by cash, bank transfer or cheque to Aik Chuan Yacht Charters Pte Ltd. (ROC : 201313889W)
5. Payment must be made in full before boarding and tax invoice has to be presented to the captain before boarding.

6. All charter rates are exclusive of the prevailing Goods and Services Tax (GST).
7. For every 4 hours charter, the maximum cruising time is 1 hour. Additional cruising time, ONE (1) hour at $150 excluding 7% GST.
8. For every one hour additional charter, there will be an additional of $200 per hour excluding GST. (Subject to Availability) 

9. Charterer must board the yacht 10 minutes before the allocated time slots. Charterer shall inspect the yacht upon delivery and locate each item listed on the yacht’s inventory sheet. Charterer shall sign the inventory sheet stating that all items are on board, unless initialed and stated by SGYacht as not being on board. Charterer’s signature on inventory sheet shall constitute acceptance of the yacht and a full performance by SGYacht.

10. The charterer shall during the term of rental or charter at all times indemnify and keep SGYacht indemnified from such use, misuse, loss or damage until the yacht has been returned to SGYacht; the Charterer assumes responsibility for his/her actions during the term of this rental or charter.

11. Smoking is strictly prohibited in the cabin area.

12. No footwear is allowed on the yacht as it may damage the fiberglass hull. Your shoes will be placed in a shoe container provided and taken along on the cruise. 

13. No pets are allowed on board.

14. The maximum number of passengers allowed on board SGYacht (including charterer) is 22 persons.
15. Charterer must return the yacht to its berth and be available for inspection upon the end of time allocated. If the yacht is not returned and available before this time, Charterer agrees to pay for each hour that the return is delayed at $200 per hour plus any loss sustained by SGYacht as a result of not being able to meet other charter requirements. The Charterer is liable for allowing sufficient time to allow for unforeseen contingencies to permit for timely return. 

16. The Charterer’ is liability for loss of or damage to the yacht or its equipment that results from the negligence or willful misuse by Charterer, Charterer’s family, and guests. Determinations of negligence or willful misuse are made at the sole discretion of SGYacht.

17. Should either party violate any provisions of this Agreement or any proceedings to enforce the terms of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the other all legal fees and costs that may be incurred, including any fees and costs associated with court ordered mediation and arbitration, or appellate proceedings.

18. Cancellations Policy

In the event cancellation by the charterer occurs:

· No charges will be incurred if the cancellation is made more than 14 days prior to the charter date.

· Cancellations made between 7 to 14 days are subjected to a 50% charge of the charter fees. 

· Cancellations made less than 7 days will be considered no show and subjected to 100% of the charter fee.

(Cancellations made within office hours count towards the effective cancellation period stated above. Cancellations made after office hours will be counted beginning from the next working day.)

19. SGYacht reserves the sole and exclusive right to cancel the charter if the captain in his reasonable opinion declares that the sea conditions are not suitable for the charter TWO (2) hours prior to the scheduled yacht charter and there are reasonable concerns over the safety of personnel and yacht.

20. The captain of the yacht at all times has full authority over the safety of the yacht and personnel and at any time can terminate such charter and return to the marina where, in the reasonable opinion of the captain, there is reasonable possibility of danger to the yacht and personnel. If such an event is due to technical reasons, SGYACHT will apply the cancellation policy detailed above. If such an event is due to the unsafe behavior (e.g. excessive alcohol consumption) of the charter guests during the charter, which shall be at the sole discretion of the captain, there will be no cancellation refund.

21. Charterer may reschedule the charter subjected to availability and terms and conditions. 
22. SGYacht reserves the sole and exclusive right to recall the vessel upon the forecast or occurrence of severe weather. If charterer elects to prematurely end the charter, the charter is deemed cancelled and there will be strictly no refund.
23. Rescheduling

First rescheduling made more than 14 days prior to the charter date is provided free of charge. 

Subsequent rescheduling less than 14 days prior to the charter date will incur a 50% charge of the charter fee. Any reschedules made within office hours count towards the effective rescheduling period stated above. Rescheduling made after office hours will be counted beginning from the next working day. 

Should Charterer reschedule a weekend charter slot to a weekday charter slot less than 14 days prior to original charter date, no refunds on the difference of the charter fees will be provided.  

Rescheduled bookings must be placed within 3 months from the original booking date. Otherwise will be taken as a new request.

24. The Charterer agrees that the yacht shall be employed exclusively as a pleasure vessel for the sole and proper use of the Charterer, Charterer’s family and guests, and shall not transport merchandise or carry passengers for pay, or race, or engage in any trade nor in any way violate the laws of Singapore or of any government within the jurisdiction of which the yacht may be at any time and shall comply with the law in all other respects. The Charterer agrees not to sub-charter the yacht without written consent of the owner and SGYacht. 

25. This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of Singapore with the exception of any admiralty or maritime claims which shall be construed under the maritime, Maritime Port Authority of Singapore.
26. Charterer agrees to abide by the terms outlined in the Reservation Policies document regarding changes to or cancellations of the charter. Charterer shall indemnify and hold SGYacht and employees harmless for any death, loss or injury arising from Charterer’s and the guest’s use of the yacht, its equipment or dinghy, or any activities.

27. Charterer states that he/she has read and understands the provisions of this agreement.

28. Curtailment of Charter

In the event that SGYacht is unable to sail due to mechanical reasons more than 24 hours prior to the scheduled charter, SGYacht will refund the full amount to the Charterer. In this event, there will be no further rights or claims for the damages or compensations from the Charterer. 

29. SGYacht reserves the right to substitute a comparable yacht within 24 hours prior to the scheduled charter should the specified yacht not be available due to reasons beyond SGYacht’s control. 

Annex A

Personal Accident Insurance – 

Passengers – whilst the Insured Person is traveling onboard the cabin cruiser owned by the Policyholder as a fare-paying passenger within territorial limits of Singapore, West Malaysia, Bintan, Batam, Riau Island and up to Phuket waters.

The sum insured per pax would be $50,000. Major Extensions include: 1. Accidental Drowning and Suffocation 2. Exposure & Disappearance 3. Strike, Riot, Civil Commotion and Terrorism including Nuclear Chemical and Biological Terrorism 4. Unprovoked Murder, Hijack and Assault Risks.

Major Exclusions include: This Policy does not cover, and the Company will not in any event be liable to pay any Benefits or indemnify the Policyholder in respect of, any loss which is, directly or indirectly, caused by, a consequence of, arises in connection with or is contributed to by any of the following: (a) Declared or undeclared war or any act of war, invasion, foreign enemy, civil war rebellion, revolution, insurrection, any military or usurped power. (b) Any illegal, wild full or intentional acts of the Policyholder or the Insured Person while sane or insane, suicide, self-inflicted injury, suicide pacts or agreements or any attempts thereat provoked homicide or assault. (c) The Insured Person acting as a law enforcement officer, emergency medical or fire service personnel, civil defence personnel or military personnel of any country or international authority, whether on full-time service or as a volunteer, other than for reservist training under the Section 14 of the Enlistment Act, Chapter 93 of Singapore. (d) The Insured Person engaging in, any speed contest or racing (other than on foot) or any professional competition or sports. (e) Any condition which is, results from or is a complication of pregnancy, childbirth, miscarriage (except Accidental miscarriage) or abortion, intoxication by alcohol or drugs not prescribed by a Physician. (f) The Insured Person engaging in aviation, other than as a fare-paying passenger in, boarding and alighting from any fixed-wing aircraft and/or helicopter provided and operated by a regularly scheduled airline or private unscheduled air chartered company which is duly licensed for the regular transportation of fare-paying passengers. (g) Illness, disease, bacterial or viral infection, even if contracted by Accident, other than bacterial infection that is the direct result of an Accidental cut or wound or Accidental food poisoning. (h) Nuclear reaction, radiation, or radioactive contamination.
